tors following the call of the Gold Rush. As the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway began constructing the western section of their railway in 
1907, many businesses and settlers began to move down the hill to 
the present site of Telkwa to be closer to the anticipated railway and 
an easier water supply. Today, over 100 years later, the community of 
Telkwa continues to be called “home” by its nearly 1,500 residents. 
An extensive walking trail system winds through the original townsite 
of Aldermere and embraces Telkwa’s parks and historical buildings, 
including the restored 1910 St. Stephen’s Anglican Church and the 
Pioneer Museum. Many of Telkwa’s historical buildings, including the 
library, remain as testaments to our past and can be seen with a self-
guided walking tour.
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
